HORNING PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the Meeting held on Monday 09 January 2012
At 7pm in St Benet’s Hall

Present: Cllr D Turpin (in the Chair), P Bourke, M Wilson, H James, P Iddon, C Moore, P Kibler, R Storey, County Cllr Rice, District Cllr McGoun and the Clerk, P Fyans.  Four Parishioners were in attendance.

1. Apologies for Absence and accepted: None

2. Declarations of Interest:  Cllr Kibler declared an Interest on a Planning Application which was to be reported on during the Planning Report
3. To agree Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 05 Dec 11.  Draft Minutes, having been circulated, were unanimously agreed then signed by the Chairman.  

4. Matters arising from the minutes (not elsewhere on the Agenda); 
4.1 (5.6) Parishioner, Mr G Evans had previously approached the Council for possible co-option. This matter had been deferred until this Meeting where it was unanimously agreed to approve the co-option.  The Clerk had the necessary forms for completion and Mr Evans took his place as the ninth Parish Councillor for Horning.  The Chairman commented that 2 vacancies still exist on the Council.
4.2 (11) Cllr Turpin reported that he had not received any definitive answer to the enforcement of parking within the Parish.  He was in communication with Norfolk County Council (NCC) on the matter. 
5. Correspondence:

5.1 PCSO Bennett kindly visited the Meeting but submitted the following which was read out by the Clerk. 8 calls in total, 2 for suspicious circumstances, 1 road related call, 1 report of rowdy or nuisance behaviour, 1 call for information purposes and 3 calls for concern of safety. There was 1 reported crime of a theft from a motor vehicle. In comparison for the same period last year there were 3 reported crimes, all assaults.
PCSO Bennett was asked about the theft of scrap metal items from the allotments.  The Police were aware of the situation and where resources allowed they try to patrol as regularly as possible.  The Meeting was informed that the whole area was reasonably quiet at this time.

5.2. Norfolk County Council (NCC) have issued a Gritting Route Leaflet which was to be circulated to all Cllrs.     
5.3 The Parish Council had been copied into correspondence between Mitchells & Butler and NCC reference the pot-holes around the Swan.  NCC had responded to them by stating they would consider filling the pot-holes in but perhaps the Brewery consider investigating the possibility of taking on ownership of this restricted byway.
5.4 Victory Housing were happy to meet with Parish Cllrs to discuss topics relating to Leeds Way.  It was agreed that the Clerk contact them and suggest a Meeting to be held at the Group Homes Communal Room at 10.30 on 24 Jan 12 with this item placed on the Feb Meeting Agenda for a report.
5.5 Trevor Lunnon at Mitchells & Butlers has replied to the Councils request to discuss the re-cycling bins.  Now contact has been made it is hoped a possible satisfactory conclusion about the noise level of the bins can be resolved as well as the paper re-cycling bin which has also created major litter problems over recent months.  A general discussion followed where the Clerk informed the Meeting that to date North Norfolk District Council had not replied to the suggestion they consider some form of noise attenuation be used on their bins reducing the noise level.  District Cllr McGoun was still pursuing the matter herself.  
5.6 The Broads Authority have a vacancy for a new Member of the Broads Authority.  

5.7 Horning have been informed that following the recent polling review the Parish of Horning was unaffected.    
5.8 The BA have advised that the water provision on their 24 hours Moorings when tested failed on a few occasions to meet the standard minimum requirements.  In light of this they now intend to sign the water provision as ‘Not Drinking Water’.  The Council discussed this and were concerned as they have 24 hour Moorings in the Parish.  It was unanimously agreed that the Clerk contact them and suggest that the signage should read that it is drinking water but to treat with care.

      Church Commissioners for England

Outline planning permission is sought in connection with a residential development of up to 26 dwellings on land to the east of Abbot Road, Horning

Comment:

Being a major development, the planning sub-committee believe this application requires consideration by the whole council.

However the planning sub-committee would like to table the following points for consideration.

i)
We note the Church Commissioners agents (Smiths Gore) have indicated in the application that they do not believe there is any requirement to extend the 40mph speed limit to the road junction that would be built to provide vehicular access / egress to the proposed development.

The planning sub-committee is firmly of the view that, should this development be allowed to go-ahead, extension of the 40mph speed limit would be essential on road safety grounds. (This speed limit extension is also a Policy Requirement contained within the NNDC site development guide)

ii)
We note that in the outline planning application it is stated that the applicant does not feel it necessary to provide direct access to public transport (i.e a bus stop layby directly adjacent to the development) on the basis that access to the existing Mill Hill bus stop would be provided for by a footpath connecting the development area to Abbot Road.

The planning sub-committee is firmly of the view that, whilst it is accepted access to the existing bus stop would be available by the provision of a footpath connecting the development site to Abbot Road, this route would be quite circuitous and unreasonably long given that the provision of a dedicated bus stop layby directly adjacent to the proposed development would provide a much better alternative at little cost.

iii)
It is noted that within the outline planning application there is no mention of mention of what action will be taken to improve pedestrian access to the primary school as detailed in the Development Principles sections of the NNDC Site Allocations Development Plan Document.

The planning sub-committee is of the opinion that this outline planning application should not be approved unless and/or until clarification is provided on this point.

iv)
It is noted that the document relating to S106 Heads of Terms submitted with the outline planning application does not provide any financial details appertaining to what any contribution(s) provided under S106 might be.

The planning sub-committee is of the opinion that this outline planning application should not be approved unless and/or until clarification is provided on this point

v)
It is noted that the applicant makes no mention of the Three Rivers Way project or, whether it would be their intention to provide support (financial or otherwise) to this project.

The planning sub-committee is of the opinion that this outline planning application should not be approved unless and/or until clarification is provided on this point.

vi) It is noted that that there is no mention, or evidence, within the outline planning application documents submitted that any account has been taken in respect of the recently finalised Horning Parish Plan, despite the Church Commissioners and their agents being provide with a copy some 2-months ago.

The planning sub-committee is of the opinion that this outline planning application should not be approved unless and/or until clarification is provided on whether due account has been taken of the contents of the Horning Parish Plan.

vii) It is noted that whilst the applicant claims to be satisfied that the existing service infrastructure (drainage, electrical power etc.) has sufficient capacity to satisfy the requirements of the proposed development; concerns that this is not the case have been expressed by local residents, these concerns have been brought to the attention of the applicants.

The planning sub-committee are of the opinion that this application should not be approved unless and/or until the resident’s concerns have been fully and satisfactorily addressed.
The full Council were unanimous in agreeing the report given by the Planning sub-committee

County Cllr Rice agreed with the points raised by the Planning Committee especially the need for a reduction of the speed limit to 40 mph on the A1062 in item I above.  He will be making his representation to NCC known.
The Chairman closed the Meeting at 19.52 to allow members of the Public to speak on the last Planning Application.  The Council was informed that The Three Rivers Way have submitted comments reference access for walking and cycling and that the consideration of pedestrians needs to be strongly addressed.

County Cllr Rice gave his County Council report as he was leaving the Meeting to attend another commitment.  He informed the Council that on 16 Jan 12 he would be putting a motion to NCC reference the retention of the Coastguard Station at Gt Yarmouth, hoping that all 84 Cllrs support the motion therefore putting pressure on the Government to reverse their decision.  He mentioned a scheme to be introduced shortly by NCC to pay Parishes to clean non A and B road signs.  He hoped to resurrect his local Surgeries.  The Meeting was informed that the Norfolk Police Authority were holding a major budget Meeting on 19 Jan 12 and he was a candidate for the PCC.  A question was asked about the progress of a new salt bin on the Ropes Hill site.  He is to meet with Mr Reilly NCC Highways and discuss the matter.  He finally mentioned that the Car Parking and Enforcement Team was not yet at full strength.

8.  Report by the Asset Management Committee:  Cllr Wilson, member of the Asset Management Committee gave the following report.
The boat waste bins and bottlebanks were checked as usual everyday throughout Dec.  Cllr Wilson would like to compliment Keir upon the efficiency of their collections.

The play equipment had been checked every week and the play area had also been regularly checked and cleared of any dog mess.  It was agreed that quotes be sought for fencing to be erected around this new play area incorporating sections which could be removed to install future play equipment when sufficient funds are available.  On this matter it was agreed that an article be placed in the Horning Reach seeking funding for the second phase of this project.  Cllr Wilson was contacted by a Parishioner on New Years Eve informing her that bottles, cans and shards of glass were on the grass between the Village Hall and the Annexe.  Cllr Wilson and her husband took it upon themselves to clear the area making safe for Parishioners and their pets.

Both Cllr Bourke and Cllr Wilson feel strongly that the paperbank at the Swan car park be removed.  Apart from it being an eyesore some Parishioners are under the impression that it is the responsibility of the Parish Council to see it gets emptied.  This is not the case as it belongs to the pub.  It was agreed to contact the Brewery to ask if they still want it there and if so request they get it emptied on a more regular basis.

Cllr Wilson had made some enquiries into the ownership/responsibility of the war memorial.  She was aware that in the past the Parish Council did fund some remedial works to the memorial but as yet it is not on the Parish Council Asset Register and as such is not on the Insurance Schedule.  The Parish Clerk had prepared a letter to be sent to the secretary of the Horning PCC for clarification.    
9. To adjourn the Meeting to allow members of the public to speak: The Chairman closed the Meeting at 20.25 to allow each member of the public present an opportunity to speak (5 minutes per person).   A Parishioner was uneasy with the Car Parking Attendant employed by the Swan whose car permanently faced into her house.  Cllr Turpin confirmed he would try and resolve the matter.  Whilst on car parking the fact that no further progress had been made with disabled parking in the Parish. The Meeting re-opened at 20.26
10.  To discuss the siting of a grit bin on the A1062/Ropes Hill Junction:  As reported County Cllr Rice earlier in the Meeting, this matter is to be discussed with Highways. 

11.  To discuss the current Leasing arrangements for the Ludham Moorings:   Cllrs Turpin and Storey had a Meeting with the current tenants.  They also visited the Staithe and reported that it did not appear to be in too bad a condition.  They agreed with the tenants to increase the rental to £1500 per annum but they would have the use of a further 25 ft of moorings.  It was agreed that they would also continue to cut the grass and fill in the pot holes as they do now.  The new contract was unanimously agreed.  
12.  To receive an update on the re-cycling bins and discuss the paper re-cycling bins on the Swan car park:  The Clerk confirmed that NNDC had been contacted but no response had been received yet.     
 13.To discuss the ‘Register of Volunteers’ for the Parish:  It was agreed to place an item in the Horning Reach explaining the concept to Parishioners, seeking volunteers, suggestions for projects to be done and would any Parishioner be willing to co-ordinate the Register.

14.  To discuss the ‘Trees for Horning’ Project:  The Council was informed that the next Meeting of the Group was on 21 Feb 12 with planting 2 days after that.  The Council felt they needed more information before they could authorise planting so it was unanimously agreed to ask a member of the ‘Trees for Horning’ Committee to attend the Feb Parish Council Meeting if possible.  It was agreed that more management and liaison was required between them and the Parish Council.  Cllr Kibler kindly agreed to represent the Parish Council at their Meetings reporting back to the Full Council at the monthly Parish Council Meeting. 
15. District/County Matters:   District Cllr McGoun had nothing to report and County Cllr Rice delivered his report earlier in the Meeting.
