HORNING PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the Meeting held on Monday 05 March 2012
At 7pm in St Benet’s Hall

Present: Cllr D Turpin (in the Chair), P Bourke, M Wilson, H James, P Iddon, P Kibler, R Storey, C Moore, District Cllr McGoun, County Cllr Rice and the Clerk, P Fyans.  Three Parishioners were in attendance.

1. Apologies for Absence and accepted: Cllr G Evans and PCSO Bennett.
2. Declarations of Interest:  None
3. To agree Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 06 Feb 12.  Draft Minutes, having been circulated, were unanimously agreed then signed by the Chairman.  

4. Matters arising from the minutes (not elsewhere on the Agenda); 
4.1 Mr P Ives who attended the Feb Meeting still wished to be co-opted onto the Council. It was unanimously agreed to this co-option so Mr Ives took his place on the Council.  It was then agreed that he also becomes a member of the Asset Management Committee (AMC).

4.2 (5.12 of the Feb Minutes) The Clerk confirmed that a response reference this walking link between Upper St and Ludham Bridge be restored had been received from Norfolk County Council (NCC).  They confirmed they were not aware of this walk but they did not have the budget to carry out any work on this type of project.  Cllr Turpin confirmed he had been in touch with the Broads Authority who have been in touch with NCC and this may now be placed on a priority list.  He would report back once further information had been received.  

4.3 (5.14) The proposed event by the Wroxham & District RNLI will now not be held in Horning but at Wroxham Barns.

4.4 (5.19) Cllr Kibler had visited Mr Edmunds who confirmed that to his knowledge the War Memorial was the responsibility of the Parish Council.  It was unanimously agreed that this now be added to the Councils Asset Management Register and would become the responsibility of the AMC. 
4.5 (9) In the public forum a Parishioner asked if the Football Club had been contacted reference a Meeting to discuss their annual fees for the use of the football pitch.  The Clerk confirmed that a letter had been sent to the Manager and Secretary but as yet no response had been received from them.  It was unanimously agreed that once a Meeting had been put in place representatives from the Council would work towards a seasonal charge of £250 but in stepped increases.  As the Council was not aware of the financial situation of the Football Club this matter could only be resolved once a Meeting with them has taken place.

4.6 (8.3) Cllr Turpin reported that he had met with Mr Reilly from HCC Highways and discussed the damage to the land at Mill Hill caused by turning buses.  Mr Reilly confirmed there was no budget to place kerb stones but agreed to cut back the turf and replace with gravel.  

5. Correspondence:

5.1 PCSO Bennett submitted the following which was read out by the Clerk. 1 report of found property, 2 calls for concern of safety, 2 reports of lost property, 1 report of a road related concern, 1 complaint, 5 calls for information purposes, 1 abandoned call, 11 reports of rowdy or nuisance behaviour, 1 report of suspicious circumstances and 2 reports of thefts (these occurred in N Walsham).  There was 1 reported crime from the Horning area in the last month, an assault which is currently being investigated.  In comparison in the same time period last year there were 2 reported crimes, 1 public order offence and 1 criminal damage.  The Council were concerned about the 11 reports of rowdy/nuisance behaviour reported above.  The Clerk was requested to contact PCSO Bennett to see if further details could be passed to the Council. 
5.2. Mrs G Jeckells requested permission to place a tent on the Green on 07 Jul 12 for a Coffee Morning as St Benets Hall would not be available.  This was unanimously agreed. 
5.3. NCC are conducting a survey on Norfolk’s Recycling Centres closing date 24 Mar 12. This was noted.

5.4 The BA are preparing a new development plan document on Site Specific Policies.  The Council have until 05 Apr 12 to respond to this document.  It was unanimously agreed to let the Planning Committee respond if they have issues with this document.  
5.5 Horning Village Hall forwarded information to the Council reference the Queens Diamond Jubilee Celebrations.  This was noted.  

5.6 Mitchells & Butler confirmed that the waste paper re-cycling bank had now been removed from the Swan Car Park.  Also Mr Lunnon, our contact with the Brewery had just been made redundant.  This was noted.     
5.7 Cllr Iddon raised an issue with the BA that the attachments on their weekly Planning lists were not correct.  This matter was mentioned to them and they accepted the error which had now been corrected.
5.8 Smiths Gore have requested a formal Invoice from the Parish Council for the Hire of the Village Hall on 05 Nov 11 and not a copy of the Invoice received from the Village Hall to the Parish Council.  The Clerk agreed to send this Invoice to them.
5.9 Various e-mails had been received from North Norfolk District Council (NNDC) following concerns raised by both the Parish Council and District Cllr McGoun that their Planning website did not record any details of issues raised by third parties (especially in respect of the current Application to the proposed development of the Abbot Rd site).  NNDC confirmed they did not have the funding for the extra ‘man hours’ required to have this facility in place.  The Council unanimously agreed to challenge this decision especially when such major developments were involved.  The Clerk was requested to contact NNDC on this matter, District Cllr McGoun also agreed to follow this up.  The Clerk was also requested to place Horning PC’s response on the website. 
5.10 NNDC have invited opinions on their first Annual Action Plan with responses returned by 26 Mar 12.  This was noted.

5.11 A Parishioner local to the Re-cycling bins was not happy that updates on the progress of the noise levels from these bins had not been reported back to him.  Also the Parishioner expressed his dissatisfaction about the lack of opportunity to interact during the Parish Council Meeting.  The Clerk informed the Council that a response had been sent to the Parishioner in relation to both points raised.
5.12 NorfolkAlc are holding and ‘Affordable Housing – what it means for a community’ event at walsingham on 20 Mar 12.  This was noted.
5.13 Parishioner Mr T Risebrow has reluctantly decided to resign as the Parish Flood Warden.  In view of this it has been placed as an Agenda item for this Meeting.  The Council wished to express their thanks for the work Mr Risebrow undertook whilst in this role.
5.14 Mr Colin Boakes, Chairman of the Horning Village Hall Fete Committee wished to make a Presentation about the proposed Horning Boat Show 2013 at the May Meeting.  This was unanimously agreed.
5.15 A Temporary Road Traffic Order will be in place from 12 Mar 12 for 3 weeks affecting Leatheringtons Lane from A1062 Ropes Hill Northwards for 30m.  This was noted.
5.16 Cllr Wilson confirmed that correspondence had been received from Active Norfolk and that an afternoon of sports is to be held at the Village Hall on 21 Apr 12, 2 – 5pm.  The Council wished to thank Cllr Wilson for all her efforts in organising such events, now proving very popular within the Parish. 
5.17 Copy correspondence had been received from a Parishioner to NNDC concerning the noise levels from the glass re-cycling bins.  The Council were unanimous in agreement that the noise level was far too high.  It was agreed the Clerk contact NNDC endorsing the comments made by this Parishioner requesting further dampening down measures be installed.
5.18 NorfolkAlc on behalf of the Parish Council had contacted the web hosts of the ‘east of england’ website which was still appearing top on internet searches.  They replied that nothing could be done reference this.  It was unanimously agreed that Cllr Kibler take this up with the web hosts as he was positive a solution could be found.
5.19 The Environment Agency have written outlining an article which will be published in the March Edition of the District Council Magazine explaining the problem of possible water pollution draining into Sites of Specific Scientific Interest (SSSI) highlighting that one of the Parishes SSSI’s is not in ‘favourable status’.  The Clerk was requested to contact the Environment Agency for more details.

8. Report by the Asset Management Committee:  Cllr Bourke, Chairman of the Asset Management Committee gave the following report.
8.1. CGM – Grass Cutting. Cllr Bourke contacted CGM regarding the newly planted trees and the do not see that there will be a problem and will make sure they have a smaller mower to get round them. They also said that they would strim around the bases to keep them tidy. Cllr Bourke also spoke with them about the matting around the witches’ hat. Again this did not pose a problem. 

8.2. Ludham Mooring – A sign stating ‘no mooring’ is currently being made and Mr Buck and Cllr Bourke will put it in place as soon as we have it. 

8.3. Play area phase two – Cllr Bourke is arranging a meeting with FLP our chosen play builders to get a quote for the next phase. Cllr Bourke is currently applying for funding from Norfolk Community Foundation and Geoffrey Watling Trust. There was no response from the article in the February Horning Reach. 

8.4. The crocus on the village green are really looking good now, despite the efforts of the geese and Cllr Bourke would like to particularly thank Cllr. Wilson for her efforts

9. To adjourn the Meeting to allow members of the public to speak: The Chairman closed the Meeting at 20.03 to allow each member of the public present an opportunity to speak (5 minutes per person).  The Council was told that the planting of the trees for the ‘Trees for Horning’ project went well but was hard work.  Their next Meeting is on 21 Mar 12.  The Parish daffodils recently planted were looking lovely.  The school had agreed to help on the Queens Diamond Jubilee Celebration on the Bank Holiday Monday.  The Meeting re-opened at 20.05.
10. To discuss grass re-seeding at the rear of the Village Hall Annexe.  The possibility of installing a matted area was discussed but actual costs need to be sought first.  Cllr Bourke and Cllr Ives agreed to meet at the area to discuss further.   

11. To approve the Councils response to Victory Housing reference the Sheltered Accommodation on Leeds Way.  The Draft response prepared by Cllr Iddon had been circulated to all Cllrs prior to the Meeting.  It was unanimously approved and the Clerk was instructed to forward to Jenny Mayne at Victory Housing before the deadline date of 31 Mar 12.
12. To discuss the proposed ‘Beating of the Bounds’ Event.  It was reported that the Event was moving forward.  Mrs A Turpin was organising the walking element of the event.  It was confirmed that the ‘Bure Magic’ was available to transport 13 people along the river and hopefully more boat owners will be encouraged to take part.  It was agreed to invite Council Members from bordering Parishes to attend.    
13. To discuss the concept of a Parish Council/Community Notice Board:  Initial costings appear to be expensive.  It was suggested that a carpenter at Wroxham Barns may be able to submit a competitive quote and that the AMC approach him for a quote.         

14. To agree dates for the Parish Council Surgeries.  The next date agreed was 19 May 12 at St Benets Hall but the length of time to be shortened to 1 hour 30 mins, 10 - 11.30am.  The Clerk was asked to confirm availability with Mrs Jeckells.  
15. To receive updates on the progress in relation to the Horning Parish Plan.  Cllr James gave a comprehensive review of the progress being made to date on the actions taken by the Parish Council as highlighted in the Parish Plan.  In most areas the Council had been proactive in implementing the wishes detailed in the Plan.  This item will be reviewed once more in 3 months time.

16.  To discuss possible replacement pictures on the Village Sign.  Cllr Bourke had taken some pictures of the Village sign and approached 2 local Art Clubs to see if they may be able to assist in the update of this sign.

17.  To appoint a new Parish Flood Warden.  Firstly the Council decided on the need for this role.  It was unanimously agreed as advised by the Environment Agency, yes.  Cllr Iddon expressed his interest in the role but Cllr Turpin was aware of a Parishioner residing at a river frontage who may be prepared to undertake the position.  It was agreed to explore this further before a decision is made at the next Meeting

18.  To discuss the Parish Asset Register.  Cllr Kibler on the AMC will ensure this is updated and circulated to all Cllrs for agreement. 
19.  District/County Matters:   District Cllr McGoun is in full agreement that third party replies should be noted on the Planning Dept website by NNDC.  She agreed to follow this up on the Parish Councils behalf along with the continued attempts at getting the re-cycling bins noise issue resolved.

County Cllr Rice reported that the Campaign in support of the non closure of the Gt Yarmouth Coastguard Station was moving forward with a national petition increasing in numbers.  He confirmed that he will be re-starting his County Cllr Surgeries in the near future advising dates once known.  He agreed to approach Mr Reilly from the Highways Dept reference the siting of a grit bin on the A1062 Ropes Hill junction once more.
