APPENDIX A
Specification of Works
The subcontractor will provide the following services: 
1. Litter picking and emptying of bins at Public and Recreational Areas are to be considered as priority areas and are to be carried out on a regular basis as outlined below.  
1.1. Swan Car Park


1.2. Village Green and adjacent perimeter footpaths. To include sweep clean these footpaths.
1.3. The Village Staithe 
1.4.  Around Memorial Benches. To include sweep clean around these benches..
1.5. Sweep clean all open kerbside drainage channels around the Village Green and Staithe on a rota of three (3) months
1.6. Parish Slipway.  Additional works to sweep clean and keep free of debris on a rota of two (2) months
1.7. Steps leading from the Recreation Ground to Lower Street (public footpath FP6),
1.8. The extent of the Recreation Ground including the Children Play Equipment Area
1.9.  The Village Hall Car Park – forecourt only
1.10. Public footpaths connecting from – 
1.10.1. Mill Hill to Leeds Way and The Avenue (FP8)
1.10.2. The Avenue to Parkland Crescent 
1.10.3. Cedar Grange to both Parkland and Pinewood Crescents 
1.10.4. Pinewood Drive to Lower Street (FP11)
1.11. Footways and verges along the residential frontage of Lower Street, from its junction with the A1062 Ropes Hill to its junction with Ferry Road

1.12. Verges along the A1062 Horning Road/Norwich Road/Upper Street. (The limit for litter picking extends to either end of the 'Horning' terminal signs) 
1.13. The Memorial Garden at Ropes Hill
1.14. Bus Shelters, remove litter from around and clean frames of these two (2) bus shelters located at Ropes Hill and Mill Hill.  Cleaning of bus shelters to be carried out on a three (3) month rota
1.15. Fill up the dispenser with dog litter bags when empty 

Litter picking and dog waste bin refilling.  £ 130 per month ……………………………..

The Contractor is to dispose of all collected litter in the closed skip area adjacent to the public conveniences and Swan car park

Any additional cleaning and tidying requested to be authorized by the Parish Council.  Any additional cleaning and tidying not authorized shall not be paid by the Parish Council.

If extra cleaning and maintenance to that outlined in the specifications of works is required this work should be invoiced giving full details with date to the Parish Council in the month that it was carried out.

The public spaces considered as priority areas may change subject to negotiation during the term of the contract.

A calendar of events taking place at Public Spaces will be provided to the Contractor who will be expected to take these into account when planning the sequence of works.

The litter picker is to liaise directly with the Parish Clerk.
