Jubilee Walk.
Parishioners may have noticed that the guard fences which were placed around the trees on Jubilee Walk (situated on the village playing fields) are becoming somewhat deteriorated and unsightly. These fences were placed there when the trees were first planted to protect them until they’d become fully established.

The parish council is currently making arrangements for these fences to be removed and prior to this being carried out, any plaques identifying those trees which are sponsored by and/or dedicated to the memory of an individual(s) will be carefully removed.

The plaques will then be mounted on a purpose made display board, which will be placed at one end of the walk. The display board will of course identify the specific tree(s) which are sponsored by and/or dedicated to individuals.
