HORNING PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the Meeting held on Monday 06 February 2012
At 7pm in St Benet’s Hall

Present: Cllr D Turpin (in the Chair), P Bourke, M Wilson, H James, P Iddon, P Kibler, R Storey (arrived at 19.10), G Evans, District Cllr McGoun and the Clerk, P Fyans.  Nine Parishioners were in attendance.
Before the Agenda items were discussed the Chairman, Cllr Turpin wished to pass on the Councils sincere condolences to the family of Mrs Scilla Newlove who had passed away on a recent holiday.  She will be greatly missed by the Parish Council, Horning PCC and the Parishioners of Horning. 
1. Apologies for Absence and accepted: Cllr C Moore, County Cllr P Rice and PCSO Bennett.
2. Declarations of Interest:  None
3. To agree Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 09 Jan 12.  Draft Minutes, having been circulated, were unanimously agreed then signed by the Chairman.  

4. Matters arising from the minutes (not elsewhere on the Agenda); None
5. Correspondence:
Before any correspondence was read out the Clerk explained and apologised that 2 weeks Council postal mail had not been received due to a personal matter.  The Clerk informed the Meeting that postal re-direction was now in place but would not start until 08 Feb 12 and that Norfolk County Council (NCC), North Norfolk District Council (NNDC) and the Broads Authority (BA) had been informed of his address change.  It was discussed whether the Council should correspond expressing their disappointment and concern in this matter but it was agreed that this might only in-flame the situation.  

5.1 PCSO Bennett submitted the following which was read out by the Clerk. 7 calls in total, 1 road report of a road traffic collision, 2 road related calls, 1 call for a concern of safety, 2 reports of rowdy or nuisance behaviour and 1 report of a theft. There were 2 reported crimes, 1 theft of an industrial bin and 1 burglary other than a dwelling where an insecure garage had been entered and items stolen. In comparison for the same period last year there were 2 reported crimes 1 theft and 1 burglary other than a dwelling (different location to this years crimes).  PCSO Bennett also attended a Safer Neighbourhood Action Panel (SNAP) Meeting and the Panel have decided to keep Leeds Way on as a priority.  There had been no further incidents at Leeds Way but it was kept on as a precaution and to reassure residents for the time being (pending a further court case in the near future)
5.2. Royal Mail confirmation that mail re-direction was in place but due to a delay would not start until 08 Feb 12. 
5.3 The BA have agreed at a recent Meeting to alter the drinking water signage at their 24 Hour Moorings to read ‘Be sure to boil before drinking’ following the Councils request.  The Council were pleased that their thoughts had been recognised in this decision. 
5.4 Mrs G Jeckells has now taken over the booking of St Benets Hall following the sad loss of Mrs Newlove.  Mrs Jeckells has confirmed that St Benets Hall was not available for the Council Meeting scheduled for 11 Jun 12.  The Clerk was requested to try and alter the venue to the Village Hall Annexe.  
5.5 Jenny Mayne from Victory Housing wished to thank the Parish Council for taking the time to meet with her to discuss options at Leeds Way.  It was agreed at this Meeting that the Council would send initial information and comments to her by 31 Mar 12 (A full report to be given later at this Meeting).  

5.6 North Norfolk Labour Party requested thoughts on the proposed parking increases at ‘better-off’ towns in North Norfolk.  The Parish Council had no definitive views on the matter and the correspondence was noted.    
5.7 The Hulver Ground Trust has vacancies for treasurer and secretary and was hoping the Council along with the local Parochial Church Council (PCC) may be able to find candidates for these positions.  No candidates came forward at the Meeting.

5.8 NofolkALC are holding Training Courses for new Councillors in 2012.  The Clerk was requested to forward this information to Cllr Evans who has recently joined the Council.
5.9 Norfolk Police Authority have issued their special Police Budget newsletter requesting any thoughts.  This was noted with Cllr Evans requesting a copy for himself.

5.10 Victory Housing advised that grants of upto £5000 were available to Parish Councils for the provision of sports and playground equipment.  This had been forwarded to the Asset Management Committee (AMC) but as they have already received a grant of £4500 previously they were not sure if they could apply once more.  Cllr Bourke would follow.

5.11 Parishioner, Mrs M Jackson raised a point of inaccuracy on the Planning Notice for the proposed new development at Abbot Rd.  Cllr Iddon felt it would not invalidate the Application but District Cllr McGoun would confirm.  Mrs Jackson also highlighted that a yellow parking restriction sign outside 79 Lower St was twisted at a right angle to how is should be.  The Council were not aware of this and would investigate further reporting back to Highways if it does require further action

5.12 Parishioner, Mrs A Turpin, requested the Council to contact the NCC Rights of Way Officer, Sarah Price, reference the possibility of restoring the walking link between Upper St and Ludham Bridge.  The Council were unanimous in supporting this request and would correspond with Sarah Price on the matter.

5.13 The BA have forwarded their Strategic Priorities document requested that any comments be submitted to them by 23 Feb 12.  Cllr James agreed to look at it further and respond on behalf of the Council if necessary.

5.14 Permission to hold a concert on the Village Hall Playing on 05 May 12 from 6pm – 10pm has been received from Wroxham & District RNLI.   The Council has been informed that no alcohol would be sold.  It was unanimously agreed to allow permission for this event on the agreement that the event complies with all the required regulations. The Council were happy that the event be publicised in the ‘Reach’ closer to the time.
5.15 Parishioner, Mrs A Turpin, made 2 suggestions the Council consider to celebrate the Queens Diamond Jubilee year. Firstly, the erection of a flag pole on Mill Hill and secondly the possibility of a ‘beating of the bounds’.  This is an Agenda item to be discussed later in the Meeting.
5.16 NCC have received further information on the proposed Re-Cycling Centre application at Kings Lynn requesting comments.  This was noted.
5.17 Correspondence received from the Stalham and Happing Festival Director which had been forwarded to all Cllrs and noted.
5.18 NorfolkALC are holding a Neighbourhood Planning event at various locations in Feb and Mar 12.  It was agreed the Clerk forward this to all Cllrs with any Cllrs wishing to attend notifying the Clerk to book places.
5.19 Mr R Jeckells from Horning PCC gave his thoughts on the ownership of the War Memorial.  He was of the understanding that this Memorial was the responsibility of the Parish Council but suggested that the Council contact Mr A Edmunds a long standing Horning resident of Horning and past Cllr for confirmation.  Cllr Kibler agreed to visit Mr Edmunds.
5.20 Mr I Sharp requested the last 24 months of the Parish Council Minutes.  The Clerk confirmed these had been sent electronically to him.
5.21 NCC Transport Department have forwarded alterations to certain bus services but none of these alterations affected Horning.
5.22 NNDC Environmental Services confirmed that 5 out of the 6 new re-cycling bins had undergone a noise reduction measure.  The Council agreed that this was not a long lasting measure and would monitor the situation.  The Clerk was requested to inform local resident, Mr N Davison who had attended recent Meetings reference this matter.
5.23 NNDC are promoting a National Playing Fields Association project to get Parish Councils involved in protecting ‘Green Spaces’ for the Queens Diamond Jubilee celebrations.  This was noted.
5.24 NCC Highways have issued 2 Temporary Traffic Orders affecting School Rd from Ferry Rd to Ferry View Estate from the 13 Feb – 15 Feb and Church Rd from its junction with Upper St to 50 metres north-westwards outside no.3 Church St also 13 Feb – 15 Feb.  
5.25 Parishioner Mr P Ives has written requesting co-option to the Council.  The Clerk confirmed that Mr Ives met the criteria required to become a Parish Councillor.  It was agreed to make the decision at the March Meeting (Mr Ives was present at this Meeting to get a ‘feel’ of the role) for this co-option.

5.26 Mr C Boakes, Chairman of the Horning Village Fete Committee confirmed that the proposed Horning Boat Show would not take place this year but their Committee hoped to stage the event in 2013.           
6. Planning; Cllr P Iddon, Planning Committee Chairman reported that as no Planning correspondence had been received prior to this Meeting so the Planning Committee had not met.  He did report (from the weekly planning lists issued by the BA) that

Cllr Turpin informed the Council that he had been in touch with NNDC as the Parish Councils comments reference the Application for the Abbot Rd proposed development were not displayed on the NNDC web-site and that no acknowledgment that these comments had ever been received (as had been requested on submission).  NNDC did respond with an apology that the comments had been received and were held on file but no acknowledgement had been sent.  They then stated that comments from third parties were not displayed on the web-site, only comments from individuals.  The Council felt this was unsatisfactory feeling that all comments should be available to all.  District Cllr McGoun would follow this up with the Planning Dept.
It was agreed that Cllr Evans joins the Planning Committee as it’s fourth member.

The Clerk cancelled a scheduled Finance Meeting with Cllr James which was arranged to ensure the electronic accounts were all in place ready for the next financial year.  This Meeting has been re-scheduled for 27 Feb 12.

8. Report by the Asset Management Committee:  Cllr Bourke, Chairman of the Asset Management Committee gave the following report.
8.1. Following our discussion last month regarding a volunteer register for projects around the village Cllr Bourke was pleased to report that Chris and Julie Thomson have agreed to be the co-coordinators and we are very grateful to them. 
8.2. Both crocus and daffodils are beginning to raise their heads which is very exciting. However the crocuses have had a set back as the geese have eaten them. Also the top of Neatishead Road is a worry as Cllr Bourke did notice a skip on top of the planted area, but is sure it will recover. 

8.3. Mill Hill Green is becoming a problem as the buses are cutting the corner and churning up the grass area. This is not entirely the fault of the buses, but they are, at last, going around the green but parked cars are forcing the buses over. Cllr Bourke is not sure how to approach this- the land belongs to Victory Housing; the road is Highways and they have repaired this corner in the past and the bus company should be made aware of the damage. Following discussion on this matter it was agreed that on the next site Meeting with Highways they view this problem first hand. 
8.4. Cllr Bourke is in the process of getting quotes for fencing the play area but with all of these things it takes time and she will report back to the Council when she has three quotes. Cllr Bourke is also beginning to apply again for funding for the next phase of the play equipment and she is awaiting a reply from The Geoffrey Watling Trust. 

The piece written for the Horning Reach regarding funding the play area apparently did not get to the editor so will now appear in the March issue.

9. To adjourn the Meeting to allow members of the public to speak: The Chairman closed the Meeting at 19.50 to allow each member of the public present an opportunity to speak (5 minutes per person). Mr J Thurlow from ‘The Trees for Horning’ project gave a comprehensive presentation on the proposed planting plan for new trees on the Village Hall Playing Fields.  It is hoped to plant 31, 2-3 year old mixed fruit trees (16) and cherry trees (15) providing a small orchard for the whole Parish to enjoy.  Careful consideration had been given to allow sufficient access to mow round the trees.  If approval given it was hoped planting would commence on 23 Feb 12.  Mrs Turpin expressed her thanks for the Council considering her correspondence read out earlier in the Meeting.  A question was asked about any contact being made to the Football Club about reviewing their current charges.  The Council was thanked for the kind words received after the passing of Mrs Newlove.  The Village Hall would like permission to re-seed the churned up grass area behind the Village Hall Annexe.  This item will be placed on the next Agenda.  No further details on the Village Hall Diamond Jubilee Celebrations were available as the recent Meeting of the Village Hall Committee was cancelled.   A Parishioner who has a personal interest in the Victory Housing Grouped Homes on Leeds Way gave an update on the options available 1, re-develop the site and update, 2, demolish totally and start again or 3, sell the site to a developer.  The Parish Council was strongly urged to be involved with any decision making ensuring Victory Housing make the ‘right’ decision. The Meeting re-opened at 20.13.
10. To receive a report following a Meeting with Victory Housing – Leeds Way.  Cllr Bourke gave a comprehensive report following a Meeting with Jenny Maine, Victory Housing and representatives from the Parish Council.  At this stage and with the information available the Council were unanimous in deciding that Option 1, redevelop and update the site is the only realistic option emphasising the importance of retaining this local facility for the local elderly residents of Horning now and in the future. It was agreed that Cllr Iddon would draft a Parish Council response to be discussed at the next Meeting prior to submission to Victory Housing.   

11. To receive a report following the recent Meeting with Mitchells and Butler.  Cllr Turpin reported that a recent Meeting with Mr T Lunnon, Estates Manager from Mitchells and Butler, he was not aware of the paper re-cycling bank on the Swan car park.  He will endeavour to get it removed.  Mr Lunnon was not keen on moving the new bottle bank bins back to their previous location as it would be impracticable.  He did mention that the Brewery is exploring the possibility of expanding the existing car park encompassing the area used by the Sailing Club.
12. To discuss notices to be placed on the new Parish Council Website.   Following attendance at a recent Training day, the Clerk was now in a position to administer this new website.  It was agreed the Clerk would publish the relevant contact details of Councillors at their request.    
13. To discuss Parish Council involvement in this, the Queens Diamond Jubilee Year:
13.1 Following the letter received in correspondence from Mrs A Turpin the Council discussed the idea of a ‘Beating of the Bounds’ for the Parish.  The Council were unanimous in exploring this opportunity and suggested a provisional date of the 13 May 12.  It was agreed to try and get involvement with the Sailing Club.  This item to be placed on the Agenda for the next Meeting.

13.2 The idea of erecting a Flag Pole on the Victory Housing owned land at Mill Hill was discussed.  Problems and expense would be encountered.  No vote was taken but the idea received little support with the Council favouring 13.1 more.

14. To discuss the concept of a Parish Council/Community Notice Board: The Council discussed the possibility of purchasing and erecting a double sided Parish/Community Notice Board to be sited on the Village Green.  Costings to be sought from the Asset Management Committee and discussed at the Mar Meeting.         

15. To discuss the ‘Trees for Horning’ Project:  Following the presentation from Mr J Thurlow earlier in this Meeting Cllr Bourke agreed to contact the Councils Grounds Maintenance Contractors to see what implications there could be with the planting of the trees on the Playing Field. If they were positive about the proposal the Council were unanimous in supporting this scheme. 
16.  District/County Matters:   District Cllr McGoun had nothing to report and County Cllr Rice had offered his apologies with no report to be given. 

The Clerk confirmed that no further information had been received on the possibility of a new grit bin at the Ropes Hill/A1062 junction but Cllr Iddon informed the Council he was very pleased with the gritting of Lower St during the winter months.

Cllr Iddon requested the Clerk contact NNDC reference a proposed Meeting with them to discuss relevant items highlighted in the Horning Parish Plan.
