HORNING PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the Annual Meeting held on Monday 14 May 2012
At 7pm in St Benet’s Hall
Present: Cllrs D Turpin (in the Chair), P Bourke, P Iddon, C Moore, P Kibler, M Wilson, G Evans, H James, B Ives, County Cllr Rice and the Clerk.  Five Parishioners were in attendance.

1. Election of the Chairman:  Cllr Turpin wished to stand as Chairman once more and Cllr Iddon was also nominated. Both Cllrs took the opportunity to address the Council. It was proposed and agreed that a paper ballot be used to decide the appointment.  The ballot, conducted by the Clerk and verified by County Cllr Rice, resulted in Cllr Turpin taking the role of Chairman for the year.  

2. Apologies for Absence and accepted:  District Cllr McGoun and PCSO Bennett.  Cllr Storey was on holiday but no official apology received.
3. Declarations of Interest:  No Declarations of Interest declared in relation to the Agenda items.

4. Election of the Vice Chairman: Cllr Bourke expressed her wish not to stand for the coming year.  Cllr Turpin passed on his thanks for the time Cllr Bourke had been Vice Chairman, her efforts had been greatly appreciated.  Cllrs Iddon and Kibler were both nominated and as per the election of the Chairman a paper ballot resulted in Cllr Iddon accepting the role of Vice Chairman.  
5. Election of the Chairmen and Members of the Sub Committees:  Cllr Turpin proposed the Asset Management Committee be chaired by Cllr Bourke with Cllrs Wilson, Kibler, Moore and Ives sitting on the Committee with the Planning Committee being chaired by Cllr James with Cllrs Storey, Iddon and Evans sitting on the Committee.  All Councillors were in agreement with their allocated individual roles within these Committees which were then unanimously agreed.
6. To agree Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 02 Apr 12. The Draft Minutes having been circulated were agreed as a correct record and signed by the Chairman.

7. Matters arising from the minutes (not elsewhere on the Agenda): 

7.1 Council was informed that Cllrs Bourke and Turpin had met with Mr Gary Saunders from the Football Club.  It was agreed that the Football Club would pay a contribution of £100 for season 2012/13 reviewable on an annual basis.  They will also pay the 2 x £5 outstanding for the past 2 years which would be paid once confirmation was sent in a letter.  The Clerk was requested to raise this letter.
7.2 County Cllr Rice was asked if any news had been received yet on the Councils request for a new grit bin on the Ropes Hill Junction.  County Cllr Rice had still to meet with Highways.

At this point (19.16) Cllr Evans made his apologies and had to attend another engagement.

8. Correspondence:

8.1 Monthly crime figures submitted by PCSO Laura Bennett, 13 calls in total, 2 road related, 1 call for information purposes, 2 reports of rowdy or nuisance behaviour, 1 call for concerns for safety, 4 reports of suspicious circumstances, 1 report of alarms, 1 call to assist an ambulance and 1 report of a civil dispute.  There was 1 reported crime in the last month, a theft from a boat. In the same time period last year there was 4 reported crimes 2 of criminal damage, 1 theft and 1 burglary other than a dwelling.
8.2 North Norfolk District Council (NNDC) responded to the Councils request that they possibly consider supplying water to the allotments at Upper Street rather than provision be made for further allotments with reference to the Planning Application for the proposed new development at Abbot Rd.
8.3 District Cllr McGoun copied the Council into a response from NNDC on the request that the NNDC Planning website indicates responses from consulted third parties.  NNDC will soon be implementing new software and it is hoped that the request made can be accommodated.
8.4 A local artist wished to be considered if the Council required her services.  The letter was passed to Cllr Bourke as this could be a possibility for the painting of the Village sign.
8.5 The recently completed independent playground safety check had been received.  Cllr Bourke was already in possession of this.
8.6 CGM Grounds Maintenance have forwarded a survey to gage our satisfaction of their services.  This was passed to Cllr Bourke for completion.
8.7 Victory Housing have invited the Parish Cllrs to 2 drop in sessions they were holding reference the Leeds Way development.  It was agreed to add this item on the June Agenda to agree a formal response following these sessions. 
8.8 NorfolkAlc are holding New Cllr Training Sessions.  The dates were passed to Cllr Ives to see if any were convenient for him to possibly attend.
8.9 An allotment request had been received from outside the Parish.  It was agreed to mention this in the Horning Reach first to see if a local Parishioner wanted the vacant plot.

8.10 The Broads Authority Annual Meeting was to be held on 18 May.  Cllr Iddon expressed his wishes to attend.
8.11 New Subpostmaster, Mr Andrew Seddon wanted to know if the Parish Council were looking to make representations as to future adoption of unadopted pavements in the Parish.  It was unanimously agreed that the Council would not wish to undertake this task of possible adoption of these pavements.  The Clerk was requested to inform Mr Seddon of this decision.

11. Report by Maintenance Committee:  Cllr Bourke, Chairman of the Asset Management Committee gave the following report:

11.1 Play area Inspection

Our chosen inspector, David Bracey, carried out the inspection on 25th April. Overall the inspection was favourable with one or two medium risk areas which we are now dealing with.  A copy of the inspection is to be forwarded to Pam Carver at the school. 
11.2 Sign for Ludham Mooring.

The sign is ready to be put up and is currently in my garage. Cllr.Storey will put it in place on his return.

11.3 Entrance to Village Hall Car Park

Having had a meeting with H and M Plant Cllr Bourke is waiting for a quote. They are unable to do the work themselves but will contract out to a company that they use quite frequently as the job involves Tarmac.

11.4 Next phase of Play area

Following a meeting with FLP Cllr Bourke has now received a quote for the next phase of the play area which will provide equipment for younger children. We need to raise around £17000.  Cllr Bourke was also requested to try and source a quote for a fence to enclose the new play area.
11.5 Clearing the Field

The perimeter of the playing field is in need of attention and Cllr Bourke would like this to be a project for ‘The Friends of the Parish Council’. If the Council is in agreement then we will get in touch with Chris and Julie Thomson to organise a work party.  The Council were in full agreement with this suggestion.

12. To adjourn the Meeting to allow members of the public to speak: The Chairman closed the Meeting at 1955 to give each member of the public present an opportunity to speak (5 minutes per person).  Firstly Colin Boakes Chairman of the Village Fete Committee gave an update of projects currently being ‘worked on’.  The Spring Fair was continued again this year with the annual Fete proceeding at pace but it is feared that beyond 2012 this could be the last as the Committee was not getting any younger and no ‘new blood’ coming through.  Last year this Fete raised in excess of £4000 for the Village.  He expressed that Commercial events could be the way forward with major plans being put in place for a possible boat show in May 2013. The Council thanked Mr Boakes and the Committee for all the hard work they put in on behalf of the Parish.  The new landlord of the Swan wished to offer his assistance to support local organisations in their activities and make the Swan ‘local friendly’ once again.  Weeds around the Staithe were again mentioned and Carol Gilden will be asked to clear if possible.  The new Parish website is up and running but needs plenty of ‘hits’, only 46 registered in the last month.  To make it more successful more Parish Group involvement articles are required.  Please visit www.horningnorfolk.org.uk.  Thanks were made to Mrs Anita Turpin for her efforts on staging the very successful ‘Beating the Bounds’ Event.  A Parishioner asked if she could approach McDonalds at Hoveton to help litter pick on the A1062.  The Council agreed to this request.  Another Parishioner agreed that the Council proceeds with the possible fencing of the new play area as dog fouling is a problem within the Parish.  The Meeting re-opened at 20.35.

13. Review of the Asset Management Register; Cllr Kibler agreed that the updated register would be placed in the Councillors ‘drop box’ ready for agreement at the June Meeting.  This will be placed on the Agenda as it must be approved and minuted for the Annual External Audit. 
14. To discuss the new Neighbourhood Plans.  Cllr Iddon gave an oversight on this new Policy.  He stressed it was not a requirement and he made the Council aware that a lot of work was involved.  A number of Councillors have been on recent events on the subject and following discussion the Council agreed to wait for pilot schemes to complete first before more thought is given.
15. Car Parking on the Staithe.  This is still a contentious item and it was agreed to put in place a Working Party consisting of Cllrs Moore, Kibler and Iddon who will work alongside County Cllr Rice.  Priorities to be discussed being disabled parking and enforcement of the 2 hour time restrictions. 
16. Update on the proposed Parish Garage Sale Event.  Cllr Moore briefed the Council on the plans for the day.  The date will be August Bank Holiday Monday 27 Aug 12 starting at 10 till 4.  Cllr Moore had undertaken this project on her own so far so Cllrs Ives and Wilson offered to support as the date gets closer.
17. District and County matters:  District Cllr McGoun was absent but if any matters arose which required her intervention with NNDC to contact her.

      County Cllr Rice reported that he was now a member of the BA Planning Regulatory Committee.  Footpaths were now integrated into the Highways Department.  Litter dropped from cars was now the responsibility of the driver who could now be charged not just the passenger.  Car Sales on grass verges in the Parish was a nuisance but he would ensure Notices would be placed on these vehicles and that if the owners didn’t remove them the Authorities would.  He would be re-starting his local ‘Surgeries’ soon with dates to follow.  He requested the Councils views on ‘stern-on’ mooring outside the Ferry Inn, and that the actual Ferry itself was now not running.  Finally he made the Council aware of a white van in connection with horse thefts in the local area. 
      The Clerk had received 3 requests from individual Cllrs to be brought to the attention of Highways Dept.  Raised kerbs at the bottom of Mill Loke to be lowered, County Cllr Rice informed the Council that there would be a 10 year roll out of funding for this type of work.  Concerns were made of parking on the side of the road near the junction of the Avenue and Horning Road.  Again County Cllr Rice was aware of this and would bring this to the attention of Highways.  Finally concerns of A1062/Lower St crossing with poor visibility and this was noted.
