HORNING PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the Meeting held on Monday 04 February 2013
At 7pm in St Benet’s Hall
Present: Cllr D Turpin (in the Chair), P Iddon, P Bourke, B Ives, G Evans, H James, R Storey, P Kibler, District Cllr McGoun, PCSO Bennett and the Clerk, P Fyans.  Five Parishioners were in attendance.

1. Apologies for Absence and accepted: Cllr Moore and County Cllr Rice.  

2. Declarations of Interest:  None.
3. To approve Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 07 January 2013.  Draft Minutes, having been circulated were unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman. 

4. Matters arising from the minutes (not elsewhere on the Agenda); 
4.1. Cllr Turpin informed the Council that he had spoken with Mr Hatch, the new tenant leasing the Quay Heading at Ludham Bridge.  Mr Hatch has taken over the lease as of 01 Jan 13.  The Clerk confirmed he would contact Mr Paul, the previous tenant, to collect outstanding rent upto 31 Dec 12, invoicing Mr Hatch for the period 01 Jan 13 to 31 Mar 13.  
4.2. The Clerk confirmed that in Minute 5.8 at Meeting held 07 Nov 11, the Council voted in favour of a payment of £50 to Hoveton Parish Council if they did instruct a traffic survey on the A1151. The Council requested the Clerk contact Hoveton Council to request access to the results of this survey now it has been completed. 

4.3 Cllr Iddon confirmed that no Meeting had yet been scheduled for the Car Parking Sub Committee and all other relevant Parties.  With County Cllr Rice not present at this Meeting the Council were unable to move this matter forward at this stage.
4.4. The Clerk confirmed that no reply had been received from the Football Club reference any payment for the use of the Playing Field for the season 2012/13 nor had they responded with any suggestion to make safe the holes left in the ground when the goal posts have been removed.  The Clerk agreed to try and make contact once more.

4.5 The Clerk confirmed that he has not received any response from either the Brewery or the Car Parking Company reference the upkeep and appearance of the Swan Car Park.

5.   Correspondence
5.1 PCSO Bennett was in attendance at this Meeting but prior to any points being raised directly to her the following written report was read out. 11 calls from the Horning area since the last Meeting, 1 abandoned call, 2 reports of rowdy or nuisance behaviour, 1 report of a civil dispute, 2 reports of road traffic collisions, 2 reports of suspicious circumstances, 1 call for information purposes and 2 road related calls.  There was 1 reported crime, a drugs offence currently under investigation.  In the same period last year there were 2 reported crimes, a theft and a burglary other than a dwelling.  PCSO Bennett was asked if the road collisions were at the Ropes Hill/A1062 junction.  She did not know the exact location but would report back to the Clerk once details were available.  PCSO Bennett was thanked for the reporting and the work she does for the Parish Council.
5.2. Parishioner Mr Peter Lewis wished to be considered for co-option to the Council.  The Council were unanimous in this co-option and the Chairman welcomed him onto the Council.  The Clerk agreed to raise the necessary paperwork from North Norfolk District Council.    
5.3. NorfolkAlc have requested Councils thoughts on the date set by NNDC for the Annual Precept.  Exceptional circumstances this year have allowed NNDC to move this date from Nov 12 to Feb 13.  NorfolkAlc want to gauge opinion on a possible permanent later date.  This was placed as an Agenda item later at this Meeting.     
5.4. Parishioner, Mrs Muir requested the Council contact Highways reference gritting of Mill Hill.  The Clerk had contacted Highways on this matter who confirmed that it would be discussed at the end of the current season but it would be unlikely as it would be at the expense of something else on the route.
5.5. The Council had been copied into correspondence from Victory Housing reference 2 Meetings which had been held in Jan 13 for the Leeds way Sheltered Housing occupants.  This was noted.
5.6. The Council had been copied into correspondence from the Broads Authority to Mitchell’s and Butler reference the dangerous condition of the willow tree on the Swan Green.  At this stage no action had been taken by the Brewery which concerned the Council.  The Clerk was requested to contact the BA informing them of this, requesting the area around the tree be roped off.    
5.7. Highways have advised of 2 Temporary Traffic Orders.  These have been forwarded to all Cllrs for information and noted.

5.8. North Walsham CAB thanked the Council for their recent donation.  This was noted. 
5.9. East Anglian Air Ambulance thanked the Council for their recent donation.  This was noted. 
5.10. Came & Co, the Councils insurers have issued instructions to Councils who undertake their own ‘gritting’.  This correspondence was placed in the circulation folder.
5.11. Highways have added further funding to the ‘Parish Partnership’ small works initiative.  In view of this they have moved the date for submission of any bids back to 30 Apr 13.  This was placed as an Agenda item later at this Meeting.
5.12. NNDC advised that they will be dispatching ‘Energy Boxes’, (an information folder containing advice sheets) to all Parish Councils in the coming months.  The placement of this folder will be discussed once received.

It was also agreed to authorise cheque payment for Harry Stebbing Workshop reference the new Community Noticeboard but request the Clerk hold onto the payment until the Noticeboard had actually been delivered and the Council were happy with it. 
Cllr Turpin reported that he had been in contact with Barclays (the Council Bankers) who have forwarded the relevant forms enabling Cllr James to become a signatory.  He also reported that Mr Ian Morrison was still a signatory so he must be removed as a matter of urgency.  The Clerk will complete the necessary paperwork ready for signatures.  

8.  Asset Management Committee; Cllr P Bourke, Chairman of the Asset Management Committee gave the following report 
8.1. Notices are now on the green bins advising use of the red bins for dog waste.

8.2. The play area has been checked this month and a rota set up for this year. each month a copy of the report will be passed to the clerk.

8.3. A list of minor jobs around the village has been passed to Mr.Buck
Cllr Ives then informed the Council that he had received quotes for matting to be possibly used behind the Village Hall Annexe.  150 sq meters would be £1900 with bollards at £320 and £730 for a barrier.  The Council noted these figures and thanked Cllr Ives for his efforts. 
9. To adjourn the Meeting to allow members of the public to speak: The Chairman closed the Meeting at 19.46 to allow each member of the public present an opportunity to speak (5 minutes per person).   A Parishioner thought long term that the area behind the Village Hall Annexe b strongly considered as a permanent car park.  It was unanimously agreed that a sub committee be set up to meet with the Village Hall Committee to discuss further.  Cllrs Bourke and Iddon agreed to be on this Committee.  The Council was informed that at the Hoveton Catholic Church matting had been used as this Council were considering but at an expense of £27,000 and this hadn’t worked.  A skip would be placed in a parking space on the Village Staithe on 04 May 13.  It was suggested that Mrs Marion Jackson be contacted about the imminent arrival of the new Noticeboard.  A full update on the plans of the Three Rivers Way Association was received with various meetings scheduled pushing for funding.  Concerns were raised reference the permissive path at the proposed Tithe Barn re-development.  The Planning Committee agreed to discuss the approval of this development without the Parish Councils concerns being taken into account.  Flooding at the Waterworks junction was raised and this will be raised with Highways on their next site visit.   The Meeting re-opened at 20.15.
10. To discuss any response from NNDC reference the transfer of ownership of the Horning Waterworks Staithe.  Cllr Turpin reported that an apology had been received from NNDC that they had not got an answer yet following his earlier correspondence to them.
11. To discuss arrangements for the 2013 Horning Boatshow.  Cllr Kibler reported that arrangements were moving fast, it was looking a commercially viable event and appears to be capturing the interest of the Village. The Council had concerns over car parking and toilet facilities.  Bewilderwood will be the main car park on the day and potable toilets might have to be used.  Many volunteer ‘Marshalls’ will be present on the day to keep on top of things.  All rubbish will be the responsibility of the Boatshow Committee.  The Council would like to thank the Boatshow Committee who appear to have most angles covered.  
12. To discuss proposed small improvement ‘Bids’ to NCC Highways, Cllr Turpin suggested that the Council consider a trod to the Upper St bus stop and a cutting of a concessionary path to the River Ant near Neeve’s Mill.  It was agreed to raise these matters with Highways.
13. Feedback from the recent Coastal Forum hosted by North Norfolk District Council.  Cllr Kibler stated that a wide ranging group of people were in attendance and gave a full report.  He confirmed that the Meeting was beneficial to the Council and it was agreed that he would represent the Council at future Meetings. 
14. Report from the recent Community Resilience event.  Cllrs Turpin and James along with the Parish Flood Warden attended this event.  NNDC offered to assist in putting a Community Resilience Plan in place.  Cllr James agreed to investigate on how to take this forward.  
15. To discuss the Councils support for the Three Rivers Way Application for funding from NCC. Cllr Turpin read out a proposed letter to the Chairman of the Three Rivers Way Association giving the Councils full support to their proposed funding applications.  This correspondence was unanimously approved.
16. To discuss Allotments in the Parish.  Cllr Evans gave a presentation on how he would like the Council to advertise to the Parishioners the opportunity to take on an allotment plot.  This wording along with a statement which would be incorporated in the rental payment request was unanimously agreed with an article to be placed in the next edition of the ‘Reach’.  The Council also unanimously agreed that any allotment offered for rent is in a workable condition.  Thanks were made to Cllr Evans for his work on this matter. 
17. To discuss the date of the setting of the Annual precept.  (Item 5.3 above).  It was unanimously agreed to contact NorfolkAlc expressing the Councils view that they would welcome NNDC to alter the deadline date for the setting of the annual precept to Jan each year and not Nov as it is now.  NorfolkAlc are only collating responses at this time and if other Parishes agree like Horning they will pursue the matter further with NNDC. It was agreed that the Clerk forward quarterly the budget accounts.  
18. To receive any District/Local Matters: No report from County Cllr Rice.  District Cllr McGoun reported that the use of the Ferry Inn for a new possible location of the bottle banks was not now an ideal.  The area has been flooded for quite a period recently along with relations with the Ferry Inn and NNDC being a little volatile.  Cllr McGoun informed the Council she was preparing to undertake her own dog waste picking exercise on the playing field to see if she can find out which owners are being irresponsible allowing their pets to foul on this area and not clearing up.
