HORNING PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the Meeting held on Monday 05 Aug 2013
At 7pm at St Benets Hall, Horning
Present: Cllr D Turpin (in the Chair), H James, P Lewis, G Evans, L Parker, P Avellino, District Cllr McGoun and the Clerk, P Fyans.  Seven Parishioners were in attendance.

1. Apologies for Absence and accepted: Cllrs Iddon. Davis and County Cllr Thomas.  PCSO Bennett did not attend due to holiday and no official apologies received from Cllr Storey.  

2. Declarations of Interest:  None.
3. To approve Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 08 July 2013. The Draft July Minutes had been circulated to all Cllrs and with no amendments required were unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman. 

4. Matters arising from the minutes (not elsewhere on the Agenda); 
4.1. Cllr Turpin reported that the Hedge near the school had now been cut (but the outside only).

4.2. Cllr Turpin reported that following 2 further e-mails being sent to the Brewery reference the condition of the Swan Car Park, no response had been received from them.

4.3. Notification of the location of the ‘Energy Box’ had been placed on the Noticeboard.

4.4 An item had been placed in the ‘Reach’ reference the problem caused by parked cars in the Kimberley Terrace/Mill Hill area.

4.5 The request for a number of Aston Martin cars to park on the Village Hall Playing Village had been resolved.  They made their own arrangements to park at the Ferry Inn.

4.6 Cllr Lewis reported that he would be attending a Meeting with the Village Hall Committee, hopefully during the 2nd week of Sept, to discuss the area behind the Village Hall Annexe. 

4.7 Cllr Davis followed up on the Neighbourhood Speedwatch scheme.  Due to his absence at this Meeting it was unanimously agreed to place this item on the Sept Agenda.    
5.   Correspondence
5.1 PCSO Bennett sent her apologies for not being able to attend personally but submitted the following written report, 16 calls from the Horning area since the last Meeting, 4 reports of rowdy or nuisance behaviour, 3 calls for information purposes, 1 report of a theft, 3 reports of found property, 1 report of suspicious circumstances, 1 report of alarms and 3 calls for concern for safety. As a result of these calls there was 1 reported crime of a theft of a water container from a boat near to Ferry Road, (this occurred between 01 Nov 12 and 09 Jul 13!!). In the same period last year there were 4 crimes, 1 criminal damage, 2 thefts and a possession of a prohibited weapon.  There had been no other reports of issues at St Benets Abbey but the matter would still be raised at the next Safer Neighbourhood Action Panel Meeting.  
5.2. Parishioner Mr D Crockett had raised his concerns relating to the state of the Horning Footpath FP15 (Church to the top of Waterworks Lane).  Cllr Turpin agreed to contact Mr R Kittle over the matter requesting he takes action to cut the pathway back.          
5.3. The Big Society Fund provided by North Norfolk District Council (NNDC) is now available for suitable applications. The Clerk agreed to forward this information to the AMC to see if it would be of any use for Horning.           
5.4. Smiths Gore have contacted the Council reference possibly relocating field access on the land at the Lower Allotments.  It was unanimously agreed that Cllr Evans contact Smiths Gore to arrange a site meeting and work with the Land Agent.  
5.5. NNDC Community Transport are holding their AGM on 19 Aug 13.  This was noted.  
5.6. District Cllr McGoun had been contacted by a Parishioner reference the vast amounts of pigeons ‘resident’ in Horning.  Whilst this is a problem NNDC confirmed there was very little they could do to resolve the problem with further guidance on the matter sort from Natural England.  This was noted.
5.7. The Council had been contacted by Momentum, a Charity Group who support youth groups with funding.  They have enquired if Horning still currently run a Youth Club and if so would they appreciate a donation.  The Council was informed that the Youth Club had unfortunately folded.  
5.8. The Broads Authority (BA) Broads Sites Specifics Development Plan Document – Second Publication is available for comment between 15 Jul – 13 Sep 13.  This was noted with the correspondence being forwarded to Cllr James for the Planning Committee to make any comments if necessary.
5.9. Mrs D Higgins confirmed she was unable to take on tenancy of an allotment this year.  Cllr Evans confirmed he was aware of this and, as there was now a small waiting list, he agreed to contact another Parishioner to see if they wished to take this allotment on.
5.10. Parishioner Mr M Ellson raised his concerns reference a ‘diseased’ tree at the Memorial Gardens.  The Council had been made aware of this at the Jul Meeting with necessary action being taken once the tree had been inspected by the AMC and guidance sought.
5.11. Norman Lamb MP is visiting Horning on 27 Aug 13 at 14.45.  His Office requested posters be placed on the Noticeboards which was unanimously agreed.
5.12. NNDC informed the Council of the Glass Bank and Recycling Credits changes being implemented in 2014.  This was noted.  
5.13. The Proprietors of the Moorhen B&B contacted the Council to enquire if a Coach Driver who is staying with them can park his coach overnight on the Village Hall Car Park. It was unanimously agreed to permit this. The Clerk agreed to inform them of this decision.
5.14. Parishioner, N Andrews, raised her concerns at the excessive volume of noise emanating from the Ferry Inn on Sundays.  Various Cllrs were also concerned at this noise level.  It was unanimously agreed that Cllr James contact NNDC (they are responsible for the granting of Music Licences in the Parish) to report the issue.

Plot in prominent position on the river.  Currently more or less derelict and Council supports development to improve the site.  However note that current plans propose first floor to dwelling – currently only ground floor.  Although same number of bedrooms the proposed footprint is larger including current dwelling and outbuildings.  The proposed dwelling will be larger, higher and include a significant area of decking.  We consider that this constitutes over intensive development at this end of the village and would suggest that the overall size/height of the proposed dwelling be reduced.

All payments were unanimously approved.

8.  Asset Management Committee; 
 8.1. Council was informed that the refurbishment of the Village Hall sign had been completed. Thanks were made to Cllr Evans for co-ordinating this work.   

 8.2 Cllr Evans gave an update on the 2 Allotments sites in the Parish.  Following discussion earlier in this Meeting Cllr Evans agreed that when meeting with Smiths Gore he would also discuss the possibility of a water supply to the allotments. He informed Council that an allotment was in total decline.  It was unanimously agreed that Cllr Evans verbally contacts the Tenant to request they maintain the plot as per the Tenancy Agreement.  If no action taken the Clerk would correspond with official notification enforcing the Tenancy Agreement. Cllr Evans then suggested a possible award scheme for allotment holders encouraging them to maintain the plots.

8.3 Cllr Lewis confirmed that a Car Park and Traffic Management Meeting would be held later in Aug.  He also confirmed that a Car Parking Meeting with the Village Hall Committee was to be held later in Sept.  Cllr Lewis had made arrangements to meet with CGM (the Councils Grounds Maintenance Contractors) to discuss costings of certain additional hedge cutting and grounds maintenance requirements within the Parish.
8.4 Cllr Avellino confirmed that she was still awaiting a reply from Highways reference the erection of a mirror to assist vehicle access out of the Upper St allotment site. 
9. To adjourn the Meeting to allow members of the public to speak: The Chairman closed the Meeting at 20.03 to allow each member of the public present an opportunity to speak (5 minutes per person.  2 Parishioners expressed strong opposition to the possibility of erecting a shelter for teenagers on the Village Hall Playing Field.  They were informed that this was just a suggestion the Parish Council were considering at this stage with quotes being sought at the present time.  A comment was made about the unsightly state of the Swan Car Park which the Council were already trying to sort with the Brewery but without much success. Also the Slipway was heavily overgrown with nettles.  Mr P Rice gave an update on the recent ‘Flood Forum’ especially in relation to the flooding at Ferry Road.  He went on to emphasise his role of ‘Consumer Champion’ re-iterating for all to be careful of scams, warning that it’s not just the elderly who were vulnerable. The Meeting re-opened at 20.09. 
10. To Discuss the Parish Council ‘Dropbox’ Facility.  The Clerk met with Cllr Turpin to gain knowledge on this facility.  The Clerk was requested to invite all Cllrs allowing them to use this facility.     
11. To receive any updates reference the Horning Waterworks Staithe.  District Cllr McGoun confirmed that she had not received any further updates from Martin Green at NNDC. Cllr Turpin had received a call from Mr Thompson confirming the NNDC sign had been removed.  Cllr Evans confirmed that he was in receipt of correspondence from NNDC and this would be raised with the NNDC ‘Senior’ Councillors who were due to attend at the Sep Meeting.   

12. To receive any feedback from the AMC reference Car Parking and Traffic Management within the Parish.  Cllr Lewis was hopeful more information would be available at the Sep Meeting.
13. To receive possible Boatshow bid updates with any relevant information.  At this Meeting nothing had been received from the Boatshow Committee reference the Boatshow bid application procedure. Cllr Avellino updated the Council on the proposed Bus Shelter at Ropes Hill Application. The Clerk had forwarded the potential costings for the possible change of ownership of the land at Mill Hill currently owned by Victory Housing to all Cllrs.  Cllr Lewis confirmed he would contact CGM for a price for maintaining this land.  A suggestion was put forward for a defibrillator for the Parish.  Council was informed that Parishioner, Mr Edmunds already had one in place and was available for Parish use, being located at the side of his house.  
14. To discuss the nuisance of the numerous pigeons in the Parish.  This item was discussed earlier in the Meeting with Council agreeing there was very little if anything they could do on the matter.  

15. To receive any District/County Matters: District Cllr McGoun urged all Cllrs to be prepared with any ‘telling’ questions ready for the visit of 2 NNDC Cllrs at the Sep Meeting.  Cllr McGoun agreed to contact NNDC and Highways reference the hedge at Mill Hill which requires cutting as a matter of urgency.
