HORNING PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the Meeting held on Monday 02 Sep 2013
At 7pm at St Benets Hall, Horning
Present: Cllr P Iddon (in the Chair), P Lewis, L Parker, P Avellino, I Davis, District Cllr McGoun, County Cllr Thomas and the Clerk, P Fyans.  Five Parishioners were in attendance.

1. Apologies for Absence and accepted: Cllrs Turpin, James, Evans and Storey.  PCSO Bennett did not attend due to work commitments.  

2. Declarations of Interest:  None.
3. To approve Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 05 Aug 2013. The Draft Aug Minutes had been circulated to all Cllrs and with an amendment made to the date of the Meeting were unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman. 

4. Matters arising from the minutes (not elsewhere on the Agenda); 
4.1. Cllr Evans had forwarded on relevant information reference his recent site Meeting with an Agent representing Smiths Gore for the proposal of re-locating access to the allotments at the Lower St site. This had been forwarded to all Cllrs for consideration prior to the Meeting.  It was unanimously agreed that this proposal was of benefit to the allotment holders at the site.  Council agreed that Cllr Lewis try and contact Cllr Evans to discover any results from the Councils request for the possible provision of a water supply for the allotments and footpath maintenance.  As Cllr Evans was closely involved in this matter he should be delegated the authority to agree this matter directly with Smiths Gore but the Council was unanimous in requesting that Smiths Gore increase their Annual Rental payment gradually over a period of time and not in one ’hit’ as they have requested if this had not already been agreed. 
4.2. Cllr James had forwarded on a response from NNDC reference excessive noise from the Ferry Inn following correspondence received from a Parishioner.  It was unanimously agreed that in the first instance Cllr Iddon contact the Manager of the Ferry Inn to discuss this matter further. 
4.3. Due to the absence of some Cllrs at this evenings Meeting the Clerk confirmed he had contacted NNDC and postponed the visit of 2 Senior Cllrs from NNDC who were  due to attend.  NNDC were happy with this request and confirmed they would advise a suitable Meeting date in the future to attend.
5.   Correspondence
5.1 PCSO Bennett sent her apologies for not being able to attend personally but submitted the following written report, 14 calls from the Horning area since the last Meeting, 1 report of rowdy or nuisance behaviour, 4 calls for information purposes, 1 report of lost property, 4 reports of suspicious circumstances, 2 road related calls, 1 report of a road traffic collision (Upper St after Grove Farm towards Ludham) and 1 call for concern for safety. As a result of these calls there was 1 reported crime of an assault which occurred on a boat on 18 Aug.  This is currently being investigated. In the same period last year there was 1 reported crime of a theft. Following a recent Safer Neighbourhood Action Panel Meeting 3 new priorities had been identified with crime in the area around and including St Benets Abbey being of relevance to Horning.  Cllrs asked if Horning was represented in anyway at these SNAP Meetings.  The Clerk confirmed that Cllr James had attended on a previous occasion.  It was unanimously agreed that Horning should be represented when possible.   
5.2. Correspondence had been received from Mr R Pilkington whose property is in close vicinity of the recently installed table tennis table. The matter was noted and Council was made aware of a ‘den’ where children congregated.  Cllr Lewis, Chairman of the Asset Management Committee agreed to look at instigating the removal of this ‘den’.  The Clerk was requested to forward the matter onto PCSO Bennett as a possible anti social behaviour matter with the Council also monitoring the situation.           
5.3. Correspondence from 2 separate Parishioners, Mr R Bennett and Mr J Young had been received reference the rubbish being deposited in and around the bottle bank area.  It was unanimously agreed that the signage in this area had deteriorated.  District Cllr McGoun requested that the Clerk forward the correspondence to herself and she would take the matter up with NNDC.           
5.4. Norfolk County Council have advised how they will be providing and charging for highway boundary data in the future.  This was noted.  
5.5. NCC Highways required landowner information so they could contact the landowner reference the hedge overhanging the footpath on the A1062 from Leatheringtons Lane to Neatishead Rd.  This information was passed to them and the Meeting was informed that the hedge had now been cut.  
5.6. Horning PCC has a new Treasurer, Mrs C Hewitt, Edgefield, Neatishead Rd, NR12 8LB.  This was noted.
5.7. The Council had been contacted by Uk Power Networks for permission from the Council to bring forward a proposed 4 day road closure at School Rd from the half term school holiday to a date in Sep. This had been forwarded to all Cllrs to gauge feeling.  Council were pleased that they had been consulted on the matter but were unanimous that in this instance the Clerk contact them and inform them that the preferred date remain that of 28 Oct 13 so as not to cause too much disruption to the school.     .  
5.8. The Clerk confirmed he had received several items of correspondence from Mazaars, the External Auditors reference clarification of the Councils Financial Regulations instead of the Financial Risk Assessment which has been adopted by the Council.  The Clerk has requested a copy of Model Financial Regulations from them which will be discussed and adopted at the next Financial Meeting.
5.9. NNDC have requested feedback in respect of the Energy Box which was recently received by the Council.  The small questionnaire was answered and the Clerk confirmed he would reply to NNDC on the matter.
5.10. Mr A Norman, Son-in-law of the late Cllr M Wilson requested that a magnetic geocache be placed on the underside of the table tennis table dedicating this cache to Margaret.  The Council were unanimous in granting permission for this cache to be placed on the table.
5.11. Mr M Atherley, a recent visitor to the Parish expressed his concerns at the inconsistency and randomness of the dropped kerbs from the Village Hall car park down to and along Lower St for people on mobility scooters.  The Council discussed the matter and unanimously agreed that this issue be passed to the AMC who will look at the wider picture and take the matter up with NCC Highways. 
5.12. NNDC New Standards Regime was implemented 12 months ago. A number of questions/queries have arisen during this period so NNDC would like to meet with Parish Councils to discuss further.  Horning Parish Council unanimously agreed to request that NNDC visit a Parish Council Meeting in the future (preferably prior to the start of the actual Meeting). 
5.13. The Broads Authority Bure & Ant Parish Forum will be held at Ludham Village Hall, Wed 18 Sep 13, 5pm – 8.30pm (Refreshments available).  This was noted.
6.   Planning; Due to absence Cllr James, Chairman of the Planning Sub Committee was unable to organise a Planning Sub Committee Meeting prior to this Meeting but submitted the following report without any Parish Council comments.

8.  Asset Management Committee; Cllr Lewis Chairman of the AMC reported on the following
 8.1. A Meeting with the Village Hall Committee was scheduled for early Sep to primarily discuss the area behind the Village Hall Annexe.   

 8.2. Unanimous authority to renovate and move 4 benches on the Village Green was given to the AMC with future maintenance work on benches to be authorised by the AMC and reported to the Full Council. He informed Council that Mr Buck wished to increase the cost of the bench refurbishments mainly due to the rise in cost of materials.  Council was informed by the Clerk that benches recently purchased by individuals included a £250 ‘one-off’ lifetime maintenance payment to cover maintenance costs incurred. 

 8.3. Cllr Lewis was aware that speeding in the Parish was an issue and this would be incorporated in the Car Parking and Traffic Management ‘scoping’ document which has been presented at an AMC Meeting and would be forwarded to all Cllrs for information.
8.4. It was agreed that the tree in the Memorial Garden was ‘dead’.  Cllr Lewis confirmed he would get a quote for its removal.
8.5. Cllr Lewis had received a written quotation from CGM (Norwich) for the cost of cutting the Land at Mill Hill should the Council pursue the possible Transfer of Ownership from Victory Housing.  Also he had a quote for the cost of cutting the hedge around the Playing Field.  He felt this quote was possibly excessive so before asking Council for authorisation of payment he wished to seek a further quote from another contractor.  This was unanimously agreed. 

8.6 Pauline Bourke was still actively continuing to try and raise funds for the 2 remaining items of play equipment required to complete the childrens play area on the Playing Field.  Council was informed that it was very difficult to compress the Play Area which would allow the Council to possibly consider fencing the area in.

8.7 Cllr Avellino was in receipt of the relevant paperwork required to continue with the possible application for a new bus shelter on Ropes Hill.  This document was signed after the Meeting by the Clerk.

8.8 Cllr Avellino reported that the possible erection of an access roadside mirror at the Upper St Allotment site required authorisation from NNDC.  District Cllr McGoun agreed to follow this matter up. 
9. To adjourn the Meeting to allow members of the public to speak: The Chairman closed the Meeting at 20.02 to allow each member of the public present an opportunity to speak (5 minutes per person).  Concern was made at the state of the hedge at Mill Loke backing onto the Playing Field.  The resident explained how they kept ontop of the hedge bordering their property but they couldn’t maintain the hedge on the Playing Field side.  Cllr Lewis said he would investigate further.  Weeds growing on the Village Staithe were taking hold once more along with a comment on speeding on Lower St at the Junction of the Staithe. A short presentation was made reference the Hulver Trust and how it aim was to benefit ‘poorer’ residents in the Parish.  The late Cllr Wilson represented the Parish Council on the allocation of possible beneficiaries from funds held by the Trust.  A request for a volunteer Parish Cllr to replace Mrs Wilson was requested.  The Meeting re-opened at 20.13. 
10. To receive any updates reference the Horning Waterworks Staithe.  District Cllr McGoun confirmed she had been contacted by Mr Thompson reference the signs being taken down by NNDC which was causing an inconvenience to him. Nothing else was reported on the matter.  

11. To receive any feedback from the AMC reference Car Parking and Traffic Management within the Parish.  Cllr Lewis was hopeful more information would be available at the Oct Meeting.
12. To receive possible Boatshow bid updates with any relevant information. There was no new information on this item but the actual procedure for submission of the bids was imminent.  Bearing this in mind the Clerk was requested to update all Cllrs on progress to date so the Council were in a position to make a preferred bid at the earliest opportunity once the application stage was opened. 
13. To discuss a Community Speedwatch for the Parish.  Cllr Davis informed Council that the Scheme did not operate in any 20mph areas, it must have a minimum of 6 volunteers and must be supported by the Parish Council.  Following a short discussion the Cllrs were unanimous in supporting an Application to the Scheme should 6 volunteers be found.  The Clerk confirmed that Mr Paul Rice (previous county Cllr for the Parish) would be happy to assist in anyway, he was instrumental in setting up his own Parishes ‘Speedwatch Team’. It was agreed to place an article in the ‘Reach’ on the subject requesting volunteers to come forward.   
14. To receive any District/County Matters: District Cllr McGoun followed on from the last item stating that whilst the Speedwatch scheme was not able to operate in 20mph areas a visual presence close to the 20mph area could well slow people down.  County Cllr Thomas confirmed that the hedge on School Rd had been cut (reported at Aug Meeting) but the hedge at the Mill Hill turning was still be done.  He was urged by Cllrs to make this a priority as it really was becoming a dangerous junction.  Council also informed him that since the recent appointment of a new Highways Engineer the Clerk was not receiving any notification of any proposed visits and that no arrangements for any site visits had been arranged.  Cllr Thomas would make enquiries on this and report back.  A 12 week Financial Consultation with the General Public and NCC would commence on 19 Sep 13.  Finally he had not received any further information on road closures notified to the Clerk after the actual closure.
